Launching of a EuropeAid financed project

The French Women’s NGO Association Liaise with Europe (LWE) is launching a project in partnership with the Uzbek Businesswomen Association (BWA). The main objective of the Project is promotion of women to start up their own businesses.

This Project is financed by the European Commission through technical assistance within the “Support to Civil Society and Local Initiatives: Institution Building Partnership Programme”.

This Project will take place in Tashkent and in five pilot regions. It will last 18 months from February 2004 until August 2005.

The project activity is aimed at support of women’s private business initiatives and puts forward concrete objectives. Small-scale enterprises such as guesthouses, ethnic art creation, publishing centres, traditional productions will be created. A special focus will be devoted to ethic trade.
