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Launching of a tutorship training programme for Uzbek women supporting the development of entrepreneurship initiative 

Three month after the Inception conference, that has officially launched and refined the EU funded Project designed to support Uzbek women economic empowerment, the Uzbek Businesswomen Association (BWA) and Liaise with Europe (LWE) have engaged in the training phase of their Project

The Project aims at promoting women initiative in starting up their own business activities. It relies on a structured network of experienced Business consultants that will accompany and tutor the selected business projects. To enhance the capabilities and practical knowledge on how to follow a business project, the Business consultants, identified by BWA (according to a strict range of criteria), will attend a Tutorship training seminar.

The Tutorship training seminar will take place in Tashkent on the 5th and 6th of June. Conducted by international and domestic experts, the training will provide full insight on specific issues such as: microfinance, small business development, Uzbek entrepreneurship legislation and fair trade opportunities. The workshop will also rely on Internet information search, international best practice examples and concrete business plans.   

Once trained, the Business consultants will be assigned projects to be tutored until their complete achievement.
